VOLUNTEER ATTIRE

- While you are actively volunteering with POMDR (at an event, dog walking, at the
clinic, picking up a dog from a shelter, etc.) please wear a POMDR top (shirt, t-
shirt, hoodie, vest, fleece, apron, etc) that has the POMDR logo on it.

- If you do not yet have a POMDR top, please wear a black or white top.

« You can purchase your POMDR top at our office or at an adoption event.

- We do have gently used clothing items that are available at no charge if cost is an
issue - please contact our Volunteer Coordinator for help with this. We don’t want
cost to keep you from volunteering with us!

- Wear a POMDR name tag - this will be provided to you and should always be
worn while you are actively volunteering. This helps the public know they can ask
you questions about POMDR!

FOSTER DOG APPEARANCE

- Whenever a foster dog is out in public, it is important to remember they represent
POMDR.

-« Dogs should be clean, nails trimmed, brushed or groomed (as needed)

- Dogs should be wearing their POMDR ID tag with a collar, harness and leash (all
provided by POMDR).
